I, KENNETH DAVID MILLIGAN, declare that this statement is true to the best of my

knowledge and belief and I make it knowing that if it is tendered in evidence at the

Inquiry, I will be liable to prosecution if I have wilfully stated in it anything which I

know to be false or do not believe to be true.

The Inquiry has disclosed a number of documents to me. Where I make specific

reference to a document in my statement I have given the number of the relevant

page.

On 29 April 1997 I completed a Police questionnaire in relation to my movements
and the events of 26/27 April 1997 in the centre of Portadown. This document
contains page number 8109. In that questionnaire, I stated that I was at Lee
Stockdale’s house with Mark Brown from 9pm until 6am on 26/27 April 1997. 1
did not discuss this questionnaire with Lee Stockdale afterwards and he did not tell

me anything that he had said to the police.

I was then interviewed by P24 on 17 May 1997. The record of that interview
contains page number 51059 [document start page 50990]. I declined to make a
statement because I was not there and did not see anything. I did not want anything

to do with it.

In 1997 1 was living in Portadown with my mother. Lee Stockdale was my best
friend and I had known him for about four or five years. I also knew Mark Brown
well. T knew Lisa Hobson because she was friends with my girlfriend; I do not

remember if T saw her on the night of 26"/27™ April. Marc Hobson used to drink
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
